SHOW RULES 

1. NEGAPFA reserves the right to substitute and/or add judges if necessary. All Judges decisions 

are final.  

2. Competition is open to all Bantam, Large Fowl, and Waterfowl.  

3. Due to show setup timelines, all entry deadlines listed in this catalog will be strictly en-

forced.  

4. Entry fee is $3.00 per bird plus a $2.00. Clean Up fee per exhibitor. MAKE CHECKS PAYABLE 

TO: NEGAPFA     Outside sales are free for exhibitors. Inside sale cages will be $3.00 each and 

limited to 3 birds per cage.  

5. All birds must be Pullorum tested. There will be state officials testing on Friday evening and 

Saturday morning. Show test papers at check in. If proof is not provided, you will be required 

to have your birds tested.  

6. All birds must be cooped in by 8:45 Saturday morning. Judging will begin at 9:00 AM.  NEG-

APFA will be accepting birds Friday evening from 4:00 ñ9:00 PM.  

7. No alcoholic beverages are allowed on show grounds. No smoking is allowed inside the build-

ing.  

8. The terms COCK, HEN, COCKEREL and PULLET are defined as in the ABA Standard.  

9. No one will be allowed in the aisles during the judging except the show clerks. Please do 

not talk to the judges during judging, including Champion Row.  

10.  Do not feed or distract birds while the judge is in that aisle.  

11.  NEGAPFA will not be responsible for loss or accident to persons or their birds. However, NEG-

APFA will put forth every effort to secure property and birds.  

12.  Entry fees paid on birds not competing will be forfeited ñNo refunds!  

13.  Handle only your own birds unless permission of the owner is given.  

14.  Anyone caught taking birds or eggs from someone elseõs coop without permission will be 

asked to leave the premises and barred from future NEGAPFA shows.  

15.  Any bird in the show or sale cages that appears sick will be removed from the show building.  

16. No birds will be released until judging is complete and show champion is chosen.  

17.  Please see show secretary (Pam Payne) for awards.
